Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the relationship between indicators of uncertainty and the time
perspective of a personality. The authors proceed from the fact that the temporal perspective of a personality has
connections with the phenomenon of uncertainty, since its components are open to multiple interpretations by a
personality (the past), contain options for a possible response to the current situation (the present) and include plans
(transition from the present to the future, shaping the future). The following methods were used: D. McLain's Uncertainty
Tolerance scale; V. McLain's Stress of Subjective and Objective Uncertainty questionnaire.l. Morosanova, the scale
"Precarity index" (A.N. Demin); questionnaire of the time perspective of the personality of F. Zimbardo (adapted by
Syrtsova A., Sokolova E. T., Mitina O.V.). 237 people were interviewed: 114 men (48%) and 123 women (52%); the
average age of men was 35.4 years, the average age of women was 33.9 years. Correlation analysis indicates that the
indicators of tolerance to uncertainty and the Precarity Index (uncertainty in the professional and labor sphere) are
closely related to the parameters of a person's time perspective. At the same time, it was revealed that the stress of
subjective and objective uncertainty practically does not correlate with the parameters of the time perspective. It is
suggested that the mechanism of adaptation to the general uncertainty of life circumstances and the mechanism of
adaptation to uncertainty in the professional and labor sphere have a different structure of connections with the past,
present and future.
