Abstract. The article is devoted to revealing of integral traditionalism's
deconstructing implications of transhumanistic philosophy's narratives about human
being biotechnological modifications for the purpose of his ultimate amelioration. It
Is demonstrated that traditionalists' philosophy postulates three-part anthropological
structure, — body, soul and spirit in their inseparable hierarchy — and the goal of
physical existence of a human being is actualization of the highest spiritual elements,
which involves natural bodily state as the backbone. Hence, the ideas of technical body
transformation or material immortality are completely rejected as the real soteriology.
